	archaeology
	The study of a culture through the excavation of ancient and old building sites
	

	built environment
	The features altered or created by people
	Examples include houses, farms, roads and bridges.

	heritage
	That which belongs to an individual, group, community or nation as a result of birth, heritage or membership
	

	history
	The study of people and events from the past
	

	oral tradition
	The knowledge, beliefs, customs, actions and practices handed down from one generation to the next through stories told and dance and song
	

	Pemulwuy
	An Aboriginal man who led active resistance against the British until he was shot in 1802
	In December 1790, Pemulwuy speared a stock-keeper in retaliation for the shooting deaths of many Aboriginal people.  Governor Arthur Phillip ordered the troops to find Pemulwuy and bring back Aboriginal heads.

	primary source
	An original text such as a drawing, a diary entry or a recount by a witness
	

	secondary source
	A text that comments on or bases its position on one or more primary sources
	A biography or textbook written using a person’s memoirs is a secondary source.

	shared history
	The recognition that Australia’s history began long before 1788 and since then, Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal Australians have occupied the same country and share a destiny based on recognising and respecting the rights of all Australians
	

	traditions
	The knowledge, beliefs, customs, actions and practices handed down from one generation to the next
