	ENS2.5  Describes places in the local area and other parts of Australia and explains their significance
	ENS2.5  Students will learn about:
- geographical terminology

- significant natural, heritage and built features in the local area and their uses
	ENS2.5  A student is able to:
- use geographical terminology to describe environmental features

- locate and name natural, built and heritage features of the local area

- categorise features of the environment into natural or built
	Students ‘air draw’ geographic features during the walks.

‘Valley Talk’ Activity Sheet where students name the landforms they’ve seen during their walk.  Introduces the concept of how people change environments over time, the impacts of their actions and how everyone can help improve our environment.

Checklist: ‘Natural or Built?’ to focus attention on what’s been built by people and what’s part of nature.

‘Worth Protecting?’ Activity Sheet has students identify examples of heritage and decide what’s worth keeping.  Students complete a timeline in conjunction with their teacher.
‘Why Wetlands?’ Activity Sheet introduces swamps and wetlands as natural features and explains their importance to the health of creeks and rivers.

	
	ENS2.6  Describes people’s interactions with environments and identifies responsible ways of interacting with environments
	ENS2.6  Students will learn about:

- environmental change

- groups associated with places and features, including Aboriginal people

- management and care of features, sites, places and environments
	ENS2.6  A student is able to:
- identify some changes in the environment over time

- identify issues about the care of places in the environment

- actively participate in collecting data on biodiversity in the local area

- locate specific vegetation on a map

- identify the connections between Aboriginal people and the land

- identify some of the strategies Aboriginal people have used to manage the environment

- demonstrate an aesthetic awareness of environments, both natural and built, relating to key body senses
	‘Reduce, Re-use, Recycle’ Activity Sheet.  This has students identifying different items of rubbish, suggesting where they come from and how they get into our streams.  Students decide why some materials are more environmentally friendly and then consider alternative behaviour.

Checklist: ‘Living Things’ to focus attention on the more common plants and animals in the two valleys.

‘Bio What?’ Activity Sheet introduces the concept of Biodiversity and explains the link between Biodiversity and plant layers.  Students record biodiversity in two areas in their local environment then identify ways in which they can help improve the Biodiversity in their local community.

‘Making A Journey Map’ Activity Sheet.  This introduces the concept of a map as a basic representation of the landmarks, including specific vegetation but adds the memory of different sights, sounds and activities during a journey.  These maps closely resemble the Aboriginal experience where every walk through a landscape was a walk through a story. 
Students stop, look, listen and feel during the trail walk.  Also asked to take pictures in their heads.

	Each trail has two or three special places of beauty or interest (the WOWs) where students can stop, look, listen and record, either by a drawing, a camera or, ‘a picture in your head’.

	VAS2.2  A student is able to:

- emphasise or exaggerate certain qualities of selected subject matter by focussing on details by enlarging or reducing the scale
	During the trail walks, students have opportunities to make leaf and bark rubbings and notice the details, shapes, patterns, colours and textures.

	VAS2.3  A student is able to:

- recognise that artists have different views about artworks and their meanings that are informed by their understandings of such things as the circumstances of the work, the artist’s intentions and skill and what the work is about
	During the trail walks, students have opportunities to make leaf and bark rubbings and notice the details, shapes, patterns, colours and textures.
‘Our Indigenous Mosaic’ Activity Sheet.  Students focus on the images represented in the mosaic in Gough Whitlam Park and with their teacher’s help, think about what is shown, how it is shown, and the artist’s intentions.

- appreciate the skills involved to achieve different effects
	‘Making A Journey Map’ Activity Sheet.  This introduces the concept of a map as a basic representation of the landmarks, including specific vegetation but adds the memory of different sights, sounds and activities during a journey.  These maps closely resemble the Aboriginal experience where every walk through a landscape was a walk through a story.

	‘Caring for Country’ Activity Sheet.  This considers the lifestyle of the Aboriginal people in the Cooks River and Wolli Creek valleys and the natural materials they may have used for food, clothing and medicines.

	‘Our Indigenous Mosaic’ Activity Sheet.  Students focus on the images represented in the mosaic in Gough Whitlam Park and with their teacher’s help, think about what is shown, how it is shown, and the artist’s intentions.

- observe and report on a local environment, describing how plants and animals rely on each other

- use a database to record information on selected flora and fauna
	‘Bugs and Critters’ Activity Sheet.  Students record information about the bugs and critters they see in an area of study.

‘Bio What?’ Activity Sheet introduces the concept of Biodiversity and explains the link between Biodiversity and Plant Layers.  Students record information on selected flora and fauna. 
‘What Bird Is That?’ Activity Sheet.  Students identify some of the black and white birds that live in the valleys, and the plant layers they live in, from the clues provided.

‘Amazing Mangroves’ Activity Sheet explains the special features of mangroves and the animals that rely on them.  Students complete a food chain to describe some of these links.

‘Why Wetlands?’ Activity Sheet introduces swamps and wetlands as fish nurseries and filters and explains their importance to the health of creeks and rivers.  Students can observe and record information on the plants and animals found there.

Students see and hear about different forms of pollution and their health effects during walk.

- environmental health – effects of pollution; individual/group responsibility; recycling; environmentally friendly products

- components of an active lifestyle – use of leisure time (active and passive)

- ways to be active –organised and non-organised recreational pastimes that promote physical activity
	ALS2.6  A student is able to:

- identify some forms of pollution and some of their health effects

- describe some strategies for reducing pollution

- explain why some products are more environmentally friendly than others

- identify different recreational activities available in the local area

- categorise recreational activities as active or passive

- identify the benefits of regular exercise
	‘Reduce, Re-use, Recycle’ Activity Sheet.  This has students identifying different items of rubbish, suggesting where they come from and how they get into our streams.  Students decide why some materials are more environmentally friendly and then consider alternatives.

Students use a pedometer to measure how far they walk on the trail.

Students see both active and passive recreational facilities available in the valleys.

Students see that walking and exploring bush areas can be
fun. 


There are opportunities to develop Literacy and Numeracy skills throughout the activities.
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
