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Have you heard of heritage?  Do you know what it is?

It’s old things such as houses, statues and ruins that tell us about the way people lived in the past and what was important to them.  
It includes rock shelters and engravings and the cave art of Indigenous people.

When we remove heritage, we take away some of the layers of interest in our landscapes and some of our understanding of the people who have gone before us.  We don’t want to do this.  That’s why heritage features are protected by laws.
